This program requires six weeks live-in schooling at the Leader Dogs 
School for the Blind campus near Detroit, and each time a change of dogs is made, at least four more 
weeks are required.   She then went on, with her first dog, to pursue and obtain both baccalaureate and 
masters degrees. She has made major contributions to the Leader Dog program as an employee and 
private contractor over more than thirty years, and she is in her third term as President of her Lions Club. 
A special guest at the TMS LEO program was a young man we Thurmont Lions know well, Jason 
Polansky, a TMS student who was born blind. Jason was thrilled with the opportunity to converse with 
Pauline, who was like a knowing grandmother with the same handicap.  Jason expressed a strong desire to 
get a Leader Dog, but he has to wait until he graduates from high school. This is because the school 
environment, characterized by lots of kids and activity all day long, is too hectic to enable the dog to do 
its job. At the end of the presentation, LEOs Danielle Kaufman and Gabby Bodroghy presented Lion 
Pauline a check for $100 donation to Leader Dog. PDG Claire Newcomer, District Leader Dog Co-
coordinator, accompanied and introduced Lion Pauline, and District Newsletter Editor Lion Bill Strauss 
was also with the Leader Dog party. What a special day for the LEOs, a day that added real depth to their 
education and their understanding of people with special needs…George Bolling, LEOs Chairman.

The Show Must Go On—or NOT!! A Note from Lions Doug and Don 
The recent Fish Fry and Estate Auction were the first two independent food based events of the Spring and 
from a profit perspective, we did not expect large returns on either event but everything went pretty well. On 
the help side, things were a bit different. A sign-up sheet was sent around for both events. 
For the Auction, three people signed up for the first shift and two signed up for the second shift. By the day of 
the Auction, for various reasons, both helpers on the second shift had canceled and one on the first had 
canceled with a second noting they would be late. 
For the Fish Fry, the first shift was filled with 10 people signed up to help and the second shift had 
6 volunteers. By the day of the event, again one from the first shift had canceled and another 
canceled but actually found a replacement (a novel idea!!) and 2 from the second shift had 
canceled. 
An amazing four people did not show up for the first shift of the Fish Fry and never called to 

tell anyone they wouldn’t be there either. 
From the original sign-up of SIXTEEN people, we had 4 people on the first shift and four for the 
second shift – that’s just 50% turnout! 
Thank you to those that called ahead to tell us they couldn’t make it! We miss the help but it is beneficial 
knowing who we have to work with. 
Don and I have been helping coordinate the food based fundraisers for 7 years now and we understand that 
things come up last minute which sometimes preclude people from being at an event; however, had it not been 
for a number of reliable lions who had not even signed up to help with these events, we would have had 
significant trouble AND, had these been our faster-paced events, we would have been in real trouble.  Clearly, 
we could not have held even these slower-paced events with the few lions that were signed up that actually 
showed up for their shift as scheduled! 

WHEN YOU SIGN UP FOR A SHIFT AT A FUNDRAISER, PLEASE CONSIDER THAT A 

COMMITMENT TO ATTEND AND TO DO YOUR PART! It is not fair to others in the club to 

casually skip your obligation to help!  And above all—if you cannot fulfill your shift after you have 

signed up for it, please notify a leader of the event at the earliest opportunity, so they can make other 

arrangements to fill your spot.  
It is also very much appreciated when those that have signed up to help stay around and 
help beyond their actual scheduled time.  Sometimes this is not possible and again we 
understand that, but many times volunteers will clock in and out giving only the exact 
“shift. There are many lions that give their time willingly in the true spirit of lionism 
working extra shifts or doing other tasks before and after the event to make things work.  
Often they don’t sign up for shifts but they show up anyways eager to do their part.  We 
can’t Thank them enough—because without their dedication, this show would not go on.  
We are ALL VOLUNTEERS and we must work together to make our events successful.  

We are hopeful that the new effort to share some of the tasks related to food-based fundraisers (pick up sodas, 
meat, rolls, etc.; handle sign-up sheets, paint signs, etc.) will help alleviate some of our concerns.  We enjoy 
coordinating these events but we do need help and cooperation from all members.  We will try to include work 
schedules in future newsletters to serve as a reminder of the shift(s) you have signed for.  TOGETHER, we can 
have another successful summer.

It 
is wonderful that we were able to collect enough money so quickly – especially in light of Callie’s upcoming 
surgery later this year – the van will be essential during that time.   
 

The total costs surrounding the van will not be known until the paperwork is completed, title, taxes and tags 
processed, etc. but we realize there will be some amount of money left after the van is obtained.  Those funds 
will be used for Callie’s needs – current plans (depending on actual amount of funds remaining) are to utilize 
those funds for: 1) possible renovation to the family’s bathroom to facilitate getting Callie in/out and 2) 
expenses (not covered by insurance) surrounding her upcoming surgery.

We need YOU – PLEASE consider how YOU can help!!! 
 

1. Paint two large signs that advertise our Fish Fry and Sandwich Sales – one is located in the field by 
Route 15 at Bell Hill and the other is stored at Bell Hill (supplies and guidance will be provided). 

2. When sodas are on sale at a particular store, we need members who are willing to stop by and pick up 
several 12-packs of various Coke products – once you indicate a willingness to do so, you will be 
contacted when/where to pick up sodas and which type. 

3. Distribute flyers throughout the community advertising our food events – Doug/Don will create the 
flyers, we simply need some one to distribute them well in advance of events (businesses, etc.). 

4. Handle sign-up sheets for helpers at food-based events – Doug/Don will create the sign-up sheets 
indicating the times and slots; we then need some one to take charge of getting the shifts filled – send 
sign-up sheet around at meetings and handle follow-up phone calls as necessary to get shifts filled 
(including a dedicated clean up crew of fresh staff – NOT the same people who have worked all day).  
Sign-up sheets should circulate for at least TWO meetings prior to food event. 

5. Be part of a set-up crew for food-based events – for example, (weather permitting) the DAY prior to a 
Sandwich Sale, we need to set up picnic tables, tents, crock pots, etc. 

6. On Thursdays, prior to Sandwich Sales, we need to pick up meat from Hillside Turkey Farms, apply 
the rub, and refrigerate the meat at Bell Hill. 

7. On Fridays, prior to Sandwich Sales, we need to do the following: 
a. Pick up rolls at Jubilee/Emmitsburg and store in cold storage unit at Bell Hill. 
b. Package cole slaw and refrigerate at Bell Hill. 
c. Pick up pies from Trinity UCC, cut, place in containers. 

8. Be part of a crew to clean up food trailer periodically. 
9. Community Calendars – assist with delivery. (Submitted by Lion Shirley Long)
