Treasurer Doug was on vacation during the last regular meeting and questions were raised 
regarding the proposed budget.  He will have answers to those questions at the next meeting and 
will be happy to help everyone understand the details of the budget.  The most important point to 
remember is that the proposal is a budget and adjustments can be made up or down throughout 
the lion's year. Our largest expenses come towards the end of the lion's year which allows us to 
adjust our donations to more accurately reflect the actual income made throughout the year.  
Because income cannot be accurately forecasted (bad weather can make the difference between a 
$6000.00 profit and a $1000.00 profit at any of our events), we therefore only budget for 
discretionary expenses.  Each fundraiser is expected to cover its own expenses therefore we do 
not budget for the expenses for any individual fundraiser either.  The budget suggests guidelines 
for all other expenses. 
 
A recommended budget was handed out at the last meeting and you are encouraged to bring it 
with you to the next meeting.  To save money no additional copies will be made so please 
remember to bring it with you.  Also as a reminder, the prior month's financial information is 
reviewed at each Board of Director's meeting and members are welcome to attend any or all of 
these meetings.
